I am writing as your constituent to ask for your support in ensuring the UK commits to fully funding the Global Fund to fight AIDS, TB and Malaria at its ‘Replenishment Conference’ this September. This would be a very valuable contribution in the fight against AIDS and other fatal diseases, and your support would be hugely appreciated.
The Global Fund is an international funding mechanism that seeks to combat three diseases that kill 6 million people every year. At the G8 Summit in 2007, G8 leaders pledged to treble the size of the Global Fund so that it would distribute between $6bn and $8bn annually by 2010. This valuable commitment now needs the resources to be fulfilled, and a Replenishment Conference is being held in Berlin, 26th-28th September, in order for donors to make financial pledges for the next three years. 
I endorse the call made by the Stop AIDS Campaign – a coalition of over 80 NGOs and Trade Unions - that UK Government should make a three-year contribution of at least £700m to this life-saving aid mechanism. This is required to ensure the UK maintains its current level of support to the Global Fund as it scales-up to meet the targets set at the 2007 G8. I see making this pledge as the new Government’s first test in tackling HIV and AIDS and keeping its G8 promises.
Making this pledge is critical not just to keep promises made at the 2007 G8, but also to meet international commitments to achieving Universal Access to HIV Prevention, Treatment, Care and Support by 2010, and meeting the Millennium Development Goals. It will also save lives. Since it first started distributing grants in 2003, the Global Fund has, amongst much else, provided 1.1 million people with antiretroviral treatment for HIV, 2.8 million people with treatment for TB, and 30 million insecticide-treated bed nets have been distributed to protect against malaria. The Global Fund estimates that programmes supported by their funding have saved 1.8 million lives to date. With more resources, much more could be done.
Please support the fight against AIDS by raising this issue with the Prime Minister and Secretary of State for International Development in advance of September’s conference, and ask them to make a pledge of £700m over three years to fully support this life-saving fund. Please let me know of any feedback you receive.
